A CONFIRMAND PROFILE AND CONFESSION OF FAITH

Last May we had 6 junior confirmands. Each of these young men
and women were required to write an essay about their understanding of
a faith relationship with Jesus. These essays were read the Wednesday
evening before Confirmation Sunday. This month’s newsletter highlights
confirmand Colton Smith and his essay.

This past year Colton attended Discovery Middle School. He is the
son of Harry & Pam Smith. He is currently attending Davies High School.
Colton’s interests and hobbies include: Soccer and distance running in
track. At this point in his life Colton does not know what career he’d like
to pursue.

Colton’s Essay:

It is important for me to believe in Jesus because | am a sinner
who deserves eternal damnation. However, Jesus’ death was for my sins
so | could go to heaven because He took the punishment of my sins on the
cross for me. Another reason why it is important for me to believe in Jesus
is so God can use me as an instrument of faith. In other words, I'm part of
God’s plan. How | fit in it, I'm not sure yet. I'm positive though | will play a
role in it.

One thing that happens when you're confirmed is you are allowed
to participate in Communion. The Bible says Jesus gave it to me as a gift.
When | receive it Jesus is there both spiritually and physically, and He is
forgiving me of my sins. The forgiveness of sins is the chief gift in the
Sacrament of the Altar.

The reason we're suppose to do this often is so we can admit our
sins, accept His forgiveness offered in the Sacrament and seek the
guidance of the Holy Spirit to forgive our sins. Another reason is that if |
decided to not go to church once, and then stopped, it would be hard to
begin going to church regularly again.

Going
through confirmation is important because we learn about God’s Word in
more depth and learned about the life of Martin Luther and what
separates Lutheranism from other religions. | also learned about the
Sacrament of the altar and once | am confirmed | will be able take the
bread and wine with the rest of the congregation. The importance of
being a member in a congregation is to be with others with the same
